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The announcement made by the Palestinian leadership on 2/10/2010 concerning the negotiations with Israel is misleading, and doesn’t reflect the truth. This announcement means that this leadership, instead of watching the growth of the settlements while setting on a table, will watch that without a table. Nothing else will change.

This Palestinian leadership decided not to negotiate after Obama’s speech in Cairo, but did not hold to its decision. It negotiated indirectly and directly while new houses continued to rise in several settlements. And what is more important is that the Palestinian Authority continued to coordinate on security matters with the Israeli security service. It arrested more than 1,000 Palestinians after the attack on the Israeli settlers in Hebron.
Israel doesn’t care about the negotiations that much as long as the Palestinians strictly observe its security needs. Israel now negotiates for the sake of negotiations although it is ready to talk about Palestinian daily human needs, not about the national rights of the Palestinians. For the Israelis, things are simple: Many Palestinian leaders such as Abu Mazin and Fayyad have been made by Israel and the United States, and the rest of its members can’t survive or enjoy them-selves without the money flowing from the West. This authority can’t pay the salaries without the Israeli consent.

If the Palestinian leadership is serious about putting Israel under pressure, it must stop coordinating with Israel in security matters. Israel knows pretty well that this Palestinian leadership is too weak, and could never be honest with its own people. Weak and dishonest leaders should not be taken seriously, and they aren’t trustworthy.
The Palestinian Authority pledges to boycott the negotiations while its military officers are meeting with the Israeli military and security officers to carry out joint missions against Palestinians.
Who is dumb? The Palestinian people, or the mass media or both?
