· Network Administration and Interactive e-learning: A powerful approach to manage any private network (intranet), using a medium-sized database to control the network traffic. · MASTER THESIS: 
· Performance Enhancement in Cache memory: a new proposed replacement algorithm called Block-Separated Replacement Algorithm (BSRA) is introduced and compared to the popular page map table replacement algorithms. The thesis showed that the replacement algorithms differently affect cache memory performance. BSRA achieved the best results regarding page map table hit ratio, cache memory hit ratio, and virtual-to-real mapping average access time. The overall virtual-to-real mapping average access time has been reduced by (0.8487) microseconds in average.
